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Professor Giovanni Boschian is at the Department of Archeological Sciences, University of Pisa. Since 2004 he is Director and Scientific Coordinator of the Laboratory of Geoarchaeology of his Department. Professor Boschian is also Vice-President of the Società per la Preistoria e la Protostoria del Friuli – Venezia Giulia.


He graduated in Geological Sciences at the University of Trieste in 1985 and specialized at the University of Siena, as well as at the Experimental Geophysical Observatory of Trieste OGS. He is a member of the National Geologists’ Association, the Italian Archaeometry Association and the International Union of Soil Science.


Amongst his current research topics he has chosen geological and geoarchaeological aspects of prehistoric sites; site formation processes, humans-environment relationships, and others. He is the author of significant publications and he is also reviewer for several journals including Geoarchaeology. He has taught both at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels in Geoarchaeology and Environmental Archaeology at the Universities of Pisa, Palermo, Udine and Ca’ Foscari in Venice.


He is Project Coordinator in sites including: Caverna degli Orsi, Trieste and Cave-bear site with traces of human frequentation during early Late Pleistocene. Other excavation sites are at Pescara and the Middle Palaeolithic campsite at Guardiagrele in Italy.


He is also Project Member in numerous sites for his University and other academic institutions at the Visogliano Shelter, Trieste. This site is from the Middle Pleistocene (Lower Palaeolithic). It contains fossils of Homo heidelbergensis. Other excavations include caves in L’Aquila, Pescara, Livorno, Liguria, Lazio, Puglia. He has extended his work abroad to Croatia, Slovenia and Syria. 


His excavations began in his student days and has persevered right up to the present. Especially significant is his work at the Visogliano Shelter, an experience that extends for over 25 years and on which he focused at the ICTP seminar.
